Race course

This year the start will be located on the North side of the reservoir heading south

through the 56th Street bridge and ending at the dam. The race will run the same

direction as the 2,000 meter course.

Trailer Parking and Launch Sites

Trailer parking will be at the beach and near the boathouse. Crews should utilize the

recently renovated boat storage racks. Please follow signs and volunteers will be onsite

to assist you when you arrive. 

Parking

Boat trailers, large buses and vans carrying athletes will be permitted in the park for free.

All others will need to pay the park’s daily fee of $5 per car.

We recommend that spectators park at Rick’s Boathouse on the Southside of the

Reservoir. Visit www.rickscafeboatyard.com for directions. There is free parking and a

great deck in which to view the finish line. Rick’s will begin serving coffee at 9 a.m. with

a full menu available at 10 a.m. It is a great way to make watching a head race fun!!!

Spectators and booster groups are also invited to set up tents on Eagle Creek beach,

adjacent to the crew launching and docking area. Spectators should follow the regatta

parking signs.

Registration:

Scullers and crew representatives must register and pick up their regatta packets on

Saturday morning, November 1, 2008 beginning at 8 a.m.

Coaches and Coxswain’s meeting:

A mandatory meeting will occur at 9 a.m. on Saturday, November 1, 2008 at the beach

pavilion. Scullers should also attend.

Bow markers and Shirt Cards:

Bow markers and shirt cards must be picked up at registration. Bow markers must be

affixed on the bow of the racing shell by way of an appropriate bow marker holder. Shirt

cards/bib numbers must be worn visibly on the back of each single sculler or bow rower

in a bow-coxed shell. Shirt cards must be worn on the backs of all coxswains of sterncoxedboats.

Weigh-ins:

Crews are expected to conform to the USRowing Rules regarding weight for lightweight

athletes and coxswains. There will be no weigh-in at this year’s Head of the Eagle.

Medical: IRC thanks presenting sponsor St Vincent Sports Performance for its

generous support. In addition to the emergency medical service provided at the event,

the Head of the Eagle will have a certified athletic trainer available. Competitors wishing

to take advantage of the complimentary athletic trainer services should report to the

medical tent between 8:30-10am.
